schoal for choral conducrars was founded
(www.vocal-academy.com). Inaddition o
that we established a website on which all
information and links of imporance to choral
conductors and choirs can be found
(wwwichoralcroatia.com). Then, in 2008, we
started the international choral comperition
Sounds of June, and we also produced a CD
with Croatian choral music that is being
distributed free of charge all aver the warld.
In view of our experiences and successes so far
in respect of the training of choral conducrors
and the informed promaotion of choral life, we
began an international project in order to
male our knowledge available to colleagues
and choirs all over the world. It is called
IPDYCM (International Project for the
Develapmtent of Choral Music) and ar the
moment it is run in Seuth Africa in
collaboration with the Blaemfonrein
Tnternational Choral Centre. Our next poal is
the organisation of an international
Symposium on choral music. Trwill rake place
in the Croatian capital, Zagreb, from 8-10
April 2010, entided ARS CHORALLS 2010.
The idea is to connect choral music and
science, The Symposium is intended 1o
contribure to the internarional improvement
of choral music and secs itself as
eomplementing other symposia. Thus we
hope o supply a stimulus for choral
conductors to incorporate more of woday's
scientific insights in their artistic and
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educational work, We feel particularly
strongly abour the comparatively new
discipline of vecelogy. Today's objective
knowledge about the voice and singing is
huge, but in our opinion choral conductors are
not sufficientdy aware of it. On the other hand
we are equally keen on researchers and
scientists finding out more about choral
singing and choral music, in order to identify
the aims of their future work more precisely
and more consciously, Therefore we have
flung the areas open to discussion at our
Symposium very widely, so thar all those wha
have any — direct or indirect — contact with
choral music and singing can wake part. The
official languages of the Symposium will be
Croarian, English and Slovenian. The
following topics will be discussed: Chosn/Chair
director, Singing!/Vocal pedagogy.
Conducting/Tnterprecation,
Composition/Analyss, Voice/Voal seyle,
SctencefVosce/Hearing, Science/Music, Music
pedapgogyEdwcation, Sacred Music, Music
